Something You Don’t Know (Facebook) 

1. Facebook was started in February 2004. It was initially3 for Harvard University. 

2. Mark Zuckerberg started the company4. He still owns5 28% of it, which means he is 

worth6 about $36,000,000,000.  

3. He stole7 part of the idea for the site from some of his friends and in 2008 they took 

him to court8. He lost and had to give them 1.2 million shares9 (about $300 million). 

4. Facebook is available10 in 70 languages11 for 1.3 billion12 users13 worldwide14. 

5. The average user15 has 130 friends and spends about 10 hours a month on the site. 

6. Facebook is such a large site but only has 9,200 employees16 worldwide. 

7. Most Facebook users are 18 to 29 years old.
