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Donald Trump Becomes 47th President of the USA 
America had an election last Wednesday (our time in Japan). I’m sure you 
know but the two candidates7 were Kamala Harris, for the Democratic Party8, 
and Donald Trump, for the Republican Party9. Kamala Harris is the current vice 
president10 and she joined the race when President Biden decided that he 
wouldn’t stand again. Donald Trump was the 45th president of the USA from 
2016 to 2020. All of the polls said that the election would be pretty close and 
that the election could go either way, but it ended up not being very close. The 
result hasn’t been completely finalized yet because Arizona and Nevada 
haven’t finished counting the votes yet, but it looks like Donald Trump got 310 
votes to Kamala Harris’s 226. So, Donald Trump becomes president number 47 
after being president number 45. Trump isn’t the first president to do this. 
Grover Cleveland was the 22nd president and the 24th president at the end of 
the 19th century.
